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$9,500 in CVEA
Scholarshlfs Available in
008

This year, $9,500 is available for
CVEA scholarship programs. These
scholarship programs are funded with
unclaimed capital credits that have es-
cheated back to the Cooperative.

For high school seniors, the Board
has authorized offering four $500 gen-
eral scholarships. Half of the scholar-
ships will be awarded in each district.
The scholarships are awarded for vo-
cational, technical, apprenticeship
training or a college degree program.

Students interested in the electri-
cal industry are eligible for a $1,000
scholarship. High school seniors who
intend to pursue a field of study that
contributes to the development and
improvement of the electrical industry
have the opportunity to be awarded
this scholarship. One will be awarded
in each district.

CVEA is excited to announce two
new scholarship opportunities for
the upcoming year. In 2008, CVEA
will award two Community College
Scholarships, one in each district, to
a member planning to attend Prince
William Sound Community College
for the 2008-2009 school year. These
new $1,500 community college schol-
arships are designed to assist students
with the costs to attend PWSCC.

In addition, the Board has autho-
rized two ldaho Youth Rally scholar-
ships. The Idaho Youth Rally schol-
arship provides an opportunity for
sophomores and juniors attending
high schools in our service area and
allows students to practice leadership,
teamwork, and communication skills
while learning about electric utility
issues.
