Card to take advantage of Touchstone Energy’s Healthy Savings 
Program and the brand new Cash Back Mall at absolutely no 
cost to them. 

Healthy Savings Program

The Healthy Savings Program is available to members who 
print paper cards and show it at participating providers along 
with the plastic cards they received from CVEA. 

Savings examples include 10-60 percent off eyeglasses, con-
tact lenses, and eye exams at national providers like Lenscrafters 
and Sears Optical and 30 percent off chiropractic treatments. 

This program cannot be used in conjunction with insurance 
nor is it intended to replace insurance, but many insurance 

plans do not include provisions for dental, hearing and vision 
care, or if they do, there is a high co-payment. The discounted 
price through the Healthy Savings Program may even be lower 
than insurance at times. 

Many CVEA members are already going to nearby large 
cities to tend to healthcare needs; this program can now help 
them save money doing what they already do.

Cash Back Mall

Members can now earn cash back from online purchases with 
their CVEA Co-op Connections Card.

To start earning cash back today, visit cvea.org and click on 
the Co-op Connections Card link on the home page.

By clicking the ‘Download Now’ button and following the 
instructions, a free shopping assistant tool bar will appear at the 
top of your internet browser. This tool bar will let you know 
whenever you’re shopping at a participating retailer and track 
the cash back you have earned.

 As you make online purchases at stores like Best Buy, 
Walmart, Target, Columbia, Macy’s, Bass Pro Shops, Expedia 
and many other big name retailers, watch the money in your 
account pile up. 

In addition to cash back, the shopping assistant will notify 
you of discounts available from that retailer when you’re on 
their site. This gives you access to an additional 20,000 dis-
counts every day.

When setting up your account, you can even choose how 
you would like to receive your cash back, whether it is directly 
deposited into your account or a printed check mailed to your 
address. It’s easy.

Whether you are buying gifts for loved ones, booking a trip 
or treating yourself, Cash Back Mall can put money back in 
your pocket.
